Ute Mountain Tribal Park Visitor Center has restrooms with running water 

are cleaned thru the day and stocked with paper goods.  These restrooms 

are locked during non- working hours.  Tour participants can use these rest 

rooms free.  Non- tour participants please pay fifty cents or can pay a larger amount for the use 

of these rest rooms in the Visitor Center before using the rest rooms.  The money collections 

for the rest rooms are circulated back to purchase toilet paper and other cleaning products to 

keep these rest rooms clean. 

 

 

 



 

 

    

 

 

Tour participants can use an outdoor restrooms with non-running water at 17 miles east inside 

Mancos Canyon at Kiva Point.  This outdoor rest room are regularly cleaned and toilet paper 

stocked. 

The next rest rooms are located at South Lion Canyon and North Lion Canyon Trailhead are non 

- running water outdoor restrooms and are cleaned and stocked with toilet paper. These
